TOURNAMENT RULES &

REGULATIONS
EACH TEAM in the U10-U14 age group will play 4 games. U10 may carry a roster of 16.  U11-U14 may carry a roster of 18.  U 09-U15 will play 11 v 11. 
EACH TEAM is required to provide the referee with a suitable game ball prior to the beginning of the game.  The referee will select one to be used during play and return the ball to the providing team at that the conclusion of the match. It is the teams responsibility to see that the ball is returned from the referee.
EACH TEAM must have numbered alternate jerseys or numbered T-shirts available.  Violators will be removed from the field and not allowed back on the field of play until player’s equipment is corrected.  Home team is the team listed first on the schedule.  Home team will wear RED.  Teams will occupy the same side of the field and spectators will occupy the opposite side.
THE COACH is responsible for all verbal & physical actions of his/her spectators.  The coach can receive a disciplinary card from the referee for the actions of his/her spectators.  Verbal or physical abuse of referees or assistant referees of the game will not be tolerated.  Violations can result in the forfeiture of the game and/or expulsion from the tournament.

A GAME shall be declared a forfeit if a team is not ready to play within ten (10) minutes of the published start time.

A GAME shall be declared a forfeit if a team if found to have an ineligible player participating.

THE FORMAT of the tournament is as follows:

THE 10 POINT SCORING SYSTEM will be used as follows and posted on the web site during the tournament.
WIN – 6 POINTS

TIE – 3 POINTS

LOSS – 0 POINT

SHUT OUT – 1 POINT

GOALS (MAXIMUM OF 3) – 1 POINT EACH

Any team that suffers a forfeit within their bracket will be awarded a 3-point shutout = 10 points.

No awards will be given in any age group.

GAME SCORES:  Each team will be responsible to reporting game scores to the tournament tent.  Scores will be posted on the website each evening at www.dallastexans.com
REFEREES are required to report all disciplinary actions to the tournament officials at which time tournament officials will impose the penalties stated herein:  1) A player or coach that has been “sent-off” is not allowed to be present at their next scheduled game.  Depending upon the severity of the offense, further disciplinary actions may be imposed by the tournament disciplinary committee.  2) All red and yellow card reports will be mailed at the end of the tournament to state and home associations.  All referee decisions are final.  No protests will be allowed.

NETS AND FLAGS will be provided by the tournament.  If for any reason the nets are not up, the first teams to play on the field are responsible for putting them up.

ANY PROTEST must be reported in writing with either a $250.00 cashiers check, money order or cash deposit and must be presented to the tournament director before the contested game ends.  The tournament will then decide on the disposition of the protest.

IN CASE OF INCLEMENT WEATHER, only the tournament director or his designate will determine if a game is to be played or continued.  Except for weather conditions or the lack of adequate lighting conditions to safely conduct the play of the game, once the game has been started, only the referee has the authority to discontinue the play of the game.  If a game is stopped short before the game is completed for reasons other than acts on parts of one or both of the teams playing, the game shall be considered complete.  The score at the stoppage of play will be the score.  If the first half of the game has not been completed and the game is stopped, a suitable conclusion will be reached either by a reschedule of the game (from the time the game was stopped) or penalty kicks (time and weather permitting) and ONLY if it effects the outcome of the tournament.  In the event of inclement weather, Act of God, or other circumstances or conditions that are beyond our control, the tournament director has the authority to restructure or cancel the tournament.  If the tournament is canceled before the completion of the preliminary rounds of play, no winner will be declared.  The tournament will not be rescheduled.
